TMRF, TCRG or ADCRG) 

 Typed essay (no more that two pages) 

 Official High School Transcript (all four years; no photocopies accepted). 

Please make sure to include mid-term grades for your senior year. 

 Official SAT and/or ACT scores and all other pertinent test scores. These 

may be included as part of your official transcript or can be documented in 

some other official fashion. 

 A resume and/or vita listing all extracurricular activities, athletics, clubs, 

volunteer work, employment, etc. (Limit one page)
